Digging up Plugstreet: the archaeology of a Great War battlefield. With Martin Brown, Ministry of Defence archaeologist. In 1916 soldiers from Australia trained on Salisbury Plain before going to fight in Flanders. Archaeologists have been following them from training to combat, seeking evidence of the men and exploring the landscapes they inhabited.

“Scattered squalor” and “downland homes”: aspects of Sussex interwar housing a talk by Geoff Mead, convenor of local history and landscape studies at Sussex University, looking particularly at controversies over housing landscapes along the Sussex coast.

The Chateau of Saumur. Mary Whiteley FSA, historian, will present how this chateau in the Loire valley was transformed into a magnificent residence for a Royal duke, and what traces of it can now be seen.

Tidemills: a lost industrial village Joanna Wilkins, Education Officer with Sussex Archaeological Society and one of the Tidemills excavation team.
