Aspects of Lewes Prehistory with John Bleach former Senior Custodian of the Sussex Archaeological Society.  John will explore and explain the prehistory of Lewes.

Fri 19 February
Excavation of a Medieval Manorial Complex in Ovingdean with John Skelton from Brighton and Hove Archaeological Society and director of BHAS’s excavation of the site in Ovingdean. BHAS have been excavating a  13th century manorial complex consisting of stone manor house and timber structures all bounded by earth banks over the last two years.  The site has 
proved to be very rewarding with evidence of occupation over a much longer period.

The Seven Sisters Archaeological Project with Tom Dommett,  Archaeologist for the National Trust.  The National Trust has commenced a major project to investigate and record the archaeology of the Seven Sisters which is under threat from erosion. Tom will talk about the Project.  In 2015 investigations took place at Gayles Farm (an Iron Age and Romano-British site and where RAF Friston was based in World War II); Crowlink Coastguard Cottages; Baily’s Hill (a prehistoric site) and Belle Tout.

Fri 15 April
Bignor Roman Villa with David Rudling.  David has recently co-authored with Miles Russell “Bignor Roman Villa” (published 2015) in which they explore what is known about the Villa since it was discovered 200 years ago and what questions remain to be answered.  David carried out excavations at the Villa from 1985 to 1988 and from 1990 to 2000.
