Fri 15th October 
Cerne Abbas – Playing with Giant Ideas: new evidence from excavations at the Cerne Abbas Giant, Dorset with Dr Mike Allen MCIfA, FLS, FSA and Past President of LAG. Mike is also Visiting Research Fellow in Environmental Archaeology, Bournemouth University. The date of the carving of the Cerne Abbas Giant (“the Rude Man”) onto the Dorset hillside has long been debated.  Was he prehistoric (like the Uffington White Horse) or medieval (like our Wilmington Long Man) or a much later historical figure?  In 2020 the National Trust set to finding out with four clinical incisions into the Giant.

Fri 19th November
The Seven Sisters of Lewes? with Professor Andy Stirling.  Andy is Professor of Science and Technology Policy at Sussex University and has a background in the natural sciences, archaeology and anthropology.  Andy will present a playful investigation of what might reasonably be mused in the present day about how landscape was seen in the deep past.

Fri 21st January
Dealing with Poverty in 19th Century Eastern Sussex with Mary Rudling.  Mary is in her final stages of a History PhD which focusses on the Poor Laws in sixteen Sussex parishes from 1800 to 1860. Mary’s talk will consider the impact of the 1834 Poor Law Amendment Act on communities in the Weald, on the Downs and in Lewes. The Act was introduced with the aim of establishing a cheaper, more uniform and significantly a more deterrent system.

Fri 18th March
Stoneham with John Bleach.  John was custodian of Lewes Castle for the Sussex Archaeological Society, 1977-2013.  For centuries Stoneham, near Lewes was a thousand acre farm at the agricultural and economic head of a large and important estate owned, probably at least from the late Anglo-Saxon period to the mid-16th century, by the archbishops of Canterbury. There is evidence, also, of significant earlier Anglo-Saxon and Roman activity with the immediate area.  John will chart its history to about 1700, and hopes to place Stoneham within a local and regional historical context.      
Fri 22 April
Bridge Farm 2018-2021: As Seen on TV with David Millum.  David is Co-director of the Culver Archaeological Project.  The talk will give the CAP’s team current perspective on the recent investigations and results from this important site, just north of Lewes, in particular trench 7 and revealing the excavated features and a selection of interesting finds from the large assemblage found so far.  Current theories about the site and its place in the wider Roman context will be discussed although many answers are still outstanding as the archaeology throws up more and more perplexing questions.  But in many ways that’s what makes Bridge Farm such an intriguing site to excavate and interpret.    
Fri 6 May
What’s Wrong with Archaeoastronomy? with Dr Fabio Parracho Silva.  Fabio is Lecturer in Archaeological Modelling at Bournemouth University and co-founder and co-editor of the Journal of Skyscape Archaeology.  This talk will take a fresh and critical look at the state of the field of archaeoastronomy and its relationship to archaeology.  A series of case studies from Britain and across the world will be used to illustrate current trends, highlight problems and chart a path for the future.
